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I. Course Description:  

This course’s emphasis is in advancing knowledge in the area of equine practice.  Students should come away with a better understanding of equine medicine, equipment, diagnostics, and techniques.

II. Student Performance Objectives:

A. To gain the ability to perform a complete physical examination of the horse and be able to recognize deviations from the normal.

B. Learn how to administer shots in the correct location and bandaging techniques

C. Learn basic equine drugs and dosages

D. Learn anesthesia and radiographic techniques for the equine

E. Learn emergency and fluid therapy

F. To gain a more broad understanding of some medical, surgical, and reproductive management in the horse

III. Attendance Policy:

Class and lab attendance and participation are required of all students.  If a student cannot attend a class or lab it is up to that student to inform the instructor in advance and obtain the class notes from one of your classmates.
